Task Lighting Guidelines.

The llluminating Engineering Society of North
America (IESNA) recommends considering
these factors when determining the amount
of light necessary for performing office tasks:
* Worker's age.

* Type of activity performed.

» Characteristics of the visual task.

* Critical requirements for speed & accuracy.
* Background reflectance.

An average of 18 to 46 footcandles of light
should be used to illuminate a VDT office.

» Capability to maneuver the light in multiple
directions, both vertically and horizontally.

The Geneva provides the user with greater
control over lighting in his or her environment
by enabling both the light power level and light
direction to be adjusted to the task. A unique
parabolic (5/8" directional grid) louver, built
into an impact-resistant ABS head that swivels
120°and tilts 180; allows the light to be adjusted
in virtually any position without causing glare.
